Dear artist, parents and carers,  

We are delighted to be running Saturday Art School workshops during the Autumn term for young people aged 

12 to 18. This letter provides further details and a consent form to indicate if you, or your child, would like to 

participate.  

Saturday Art School is a free, extra-curricular, course available to secondary school students across the island. 

The workshops run in blocks, on Saturday mornings, and are delivered by local artist educators and 

co-ordinated by ArtHouse Jersey.  

These workshops bring together the artist’s diverse skills to form a dynamic program for students. The course 

encourages creative experimentation and aims to develop student’s own artistic practice. Students need to be 

self motivated to attend and open to try new ways of working.  

The sessions are relaxed and sociable giving the opportunity for young people from different schools to come 

together, make new friends and form a creative community. The activities planned incorporate both individual 

and group tasks. We will start each session with an informal breakfast snack and provide opportunities to 

socialise throughout.  

This term the workshop theme will be  ‘Design, Make & Refine’ and the sessions will take place on Saturdays 

between 4th October and 15th November. We will take a break on 1st November during Half Term.
